JESUS CONVERSATIONS-AMENDMENTS TO INTRODUCTION
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‘Jesus Conversations’ consists of 3 booklets, each containing a series of 6 Bible studies that
can be studied over a 6 week period. The studies were written by different teams of people and
were not designed particularly be used consecutively. You will re-visit some Bible stories
more than once, studying them from different perspectives. The DVD that accompanies the
study has 38 local persons talking about their ‘Jesus experience’.

Section 1 of the DVD has impromptu interviews with 14 persons who talk about their
experience of Jesus. These can be used in a structured way or you may just hit pause after any
one of these interviews and talk about the experiences shared.
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The following section showing how Section 1 of the DVD may be used in conjunction with
Bible Study 1 “Must Have Experiences’ has been added.

DVD Section 1
A suggested listening program for ‘Must have Experiences’. These conversations follow in the order
that they are found in Section 1. Use the fast forward button to reach the required conversation.

Study 1 - Before question 1 listen to the first four conversations of Section 1 (Debbie, Mick, Rachel &
Anne)

Study 2 - After you have answered question 1 listen to the next four conversations (Ross, Dennis,
Rachel, Pam). These people share how God has provided their spiritual resources.

Study 3 - After you have answered question 1 listen to the next three conversations (Amelia, Clare &
Rachel). They talk about how God speaks to them through the Scriptures and creation.

Study 4 - Before question 6 listen to the experiences of Don, lan, Jenny & Steve as they explain how
God has enabled them to use their gifts in ministry.

Study 5 - Before question 1 listen to Ross, Don & Rachel as they share how God has provided
guidance during difficult periods of their lives.

Study 6 - Before question 1 listen to Naomi, Anne & Debbie who have all experienced Jesus speaking
to them in a variety of ways.
